For sealing new or bare surfaces thin with up to 1 part of clean water to
3 parts of paint (30%).

For normal use, thinning should not exceed 1 part of clean water to 4
parts of paint (25%).

Add up to 1 part clean water to 2.5 parts of paint (40%).

Ready for use. Thinning is usually not required.

Satisfactory through most equipment.

A typical set up for airless spray application would be a minimum
working pressure on paint of 140 kg/cm? (2000 Ib/sq in) with a spray tip
size 0.58mm (23 thou) and a spray tip angle 65°.

DRYING TIMES Single coat at standard thickness:

Touch Dry Dependant on temperature and humidity.

Recoat 1 - 2 hours.

CLEANING UP Clean all equipment with clean water immediately after use.

SURFACE PREPARATION

Surface must be sound, clean, dry and free from all defective or poorly
adhering material, dirt, grease or wax. If after thorough preparation
surfaces remain powdery, or suffer from alkali attack seal with one coat of
an appropriate primer (see below).
